PCS - Revised Uniform Policy 2009-2010

The goal of developing a uniform policy is to create an environment that is honoring to God and
acknowledges the Lordship of Jesus Christ in our choices of dress.

PCS’s uniform is designed to promote the following:

1. aclean, neat, and orderly looking student body

2. aunique and identifiable look for PCS students

3. alearning environment that minimizes inappropriate clothing issues

4. areasonable balance between quality and cost so that the uniform requirement does not
unduly burden parents financially.

The Head of School will make the final determination on compliance with grooming and uniform
standards. If your child is out of uniform, an infraction notice will be e-mailed to the parent and a reply
will need to be sent back to the office by following day. Recurring violations will result in a meeting
between the parents and the Head of School.

General Uniform Guidelines:
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Dress uniforms are to be worn for Chapel Day, field trips, and any other day the Head of School
designates.

Standard uniform is worn on all other days.

Girls may not wear pants with the dress uniform.

Boys may not wear shorts with the dress uniform.

All skirts, culottes, skorts, and jumpers must be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee.

Shirts must be tucked in at all times.

Undershirts must be white without decoration or writing and the sleeves must be shorter than the
outside shirt.

Belts must be worn with pants and shorts at all times.

“Monkey bar buddies” or navy bike shorts must be worn with skirts and jumpers when not
wearing tights.

No “cargo” style pants or shorts may be worn.

Coats and jackets may not be worn in the classroom. Students may wear approved vests,
sweaters or fleece jackets.

Socks must be seen above the shoe.

Sandals, Crocs, wheelies, high heels, platforms, boots, high-top (over the ankle), jelly (rubbery)
shoes or shoes without backs are not permitted.

No hats or bandanas are permitted in the classroom.

All items of clothing must be marked with the student’s name.

No torn or soiled clothes.

Girls may wear earrings. Large hoops are not permitted. No other forms of body piercing are
permitted.

Boys may not wear any piercings.

Hair: Hair should be in natural colors only. Hair must be groomed neatly and conventionally, not
covering any part of the eyes. In addition, a boy’s hair should be cut to fall above the collar.
Young men that grow facial hair must keep it neat and trimmed.

Both Flynn O’Hara and Land’s End donate a small percentage of sales (10% and 3%
respectively) to PCS.
