1. Students may use notes on all quizzes and tests. Only notes that are manufactured by the
student are allowed (they cannot use notes given out in class). Such notes must be written on a
3x5 index card.

2. After atest or a quizis given, an optional “Make-Up Test” or “Make-Up Quiz” will be available
for students that score unsatisfactorily. Unsatisfactorily refers to any score that the student
wants to improve. There is no cutoff point for make-up items. If a student scores 90% and
wants to improve — they can retake the quiz or test. If the student scores worse on the make-up
item, then the original score will be counted (The best score will be counted). However, in order
for students to be eligible to take the make-up item, they must complete an additional
assignment. For best results, make-up quizzes/tests should be taken within one week after the
original quiz/test was graded and returned to students.
